The number of cruise ships that started and/or ended their journey at the
Piraeus Port (homeport) was 441 in 2022, compared to 220 in 2021, and 331in 2019, a
100% and 33% increase, respectively. Finally, 2023 bookings for homeport cruise ships
reached 629, showing a 43% increase compared to 2022.
